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It is 18 years ago, since February 23, 1987 that the explosion of the SN in the L.M.C. has been observed by means of underground detectors. In fact, the neutrino burst has been detected by several underground experiments in the world running on that time: Mt. Blanc in Italy, Kamioka in Japan, and Baksan in Russia and IMB in USA. It was for the first time in human live that an astrophysical phenomenon has been observed also in underground detectors.  For this astrophysical event, the Mt. Blanc experiment detected 5 pulses on-line that, however, were not at the same time as detected by the other three detectors near 5 hrs later. After 18 years some recent models has been proposed in order to explain a double burst due probably to a double explosion in two different times, as is suggested recently by O. Ryazhskaya and V.S. Imshennik.
